     First off, let me resoundingly thank those that attended and donated to this year’s silent auction  and 
gala – the Mad Hatter Tea Party!  We had another incredibly successful event, with an astounding array 
of items on which to bid.  We raised well over $10,000, over $9000 of which was profit to directly fund 
BABS’ continued services.  Thank you! 
     In other news, both Madalyn Moorman and I will be leaving the Board as of May 1.  Madalyn has  
recently welcomed a new baby girl into her household, while my tenure as President is over and our 
bylaws require that I take at least one year’s leave from the Board.  I want to thank Madalyn for an in-
credible year on the Board – she has been personally responsible for spearheading the “Shop for BABS” 
events as well as drastically re-organizing the gala procedures - for the better!.  Best wishes, Madalyn! 
     It is with no small amount of sadness that I write my last “News from the Board.”  The last 3½ years 
on the BABS Board of Directors have been a truly enriching experience.  Not only has my community 
expanded to include many new friends that I’ve met through BABS, but so has my amazement at what a 
handful of dedicated individuals can do for an organization.  With both the financial and emotional  
support of our friends and clients, I have witnessed BABS mature from a small-scale, primarily  
volunteer-run organization in the basement of Windfall to a more well-organized, serious non-profit 
with three paid employees, an abundance of new services and retail, and on the cusp of offering our first 
clinical services (an outpatient lactation clinic) – that next baby step toward our birth center.  It has 
been a sincere pleasure to be a part of this journey. 
    I’d like to use a bit of space to share with you some more details of our internal, short-term goals 
here at BABS.  As I just mentioned, our next endeavor is to open Bloomington’s first and only  
outpatient lactation clinic at BABS.  This is a joint effort of Georg’ann and Ann-Marie Neeley Burkhart, 
one of Bloomington’s most gifted international board-certified lactation consultants.  The intention is to 
offer inclusive services on a sliding scale – we want everyone to have the best access to breastfeeding 
support possible.  Potential services include breastfeeding consultation, baby weigh-ins, breast pump 
rentals, and much more. Currently, this project is outside of the BABS 2010 budget – we need to raise 
an additional $5000 to get the clinic off the ground.  If this is a service you would like to see in our 
town, please consider a donation or volunteer time. 
    Another, equally important goal of the Board in the next year is to finally pay Georg’ann.    
Our Executive Director (and essentially the face of BABS) has volunteered her time (typically 30 or 
more hours a week!)  for the past 16 years, since founding BABS in 1994.  Given the direction we’re 
going – adding services and working toward a birth center – paying our ED must be a top priority.  I’m 
certain that most non-profits are not so fortunate to have such a dedicated woman at the helm,  
foregoing pay for over a decade and a half to ensure the existence of her organization. 
    To achieve these goals, I leave the Board in extraordinarily capable hands.  Melissa Ganka-Collins and 
I began our tenure on the Board together, and I am entirely confident in her abilities as she steps in as 
President in May.   Melissa has infinite energy and vision, and like every Board member, a love for BABS 
that colors her efforts to help it succeed.  As for me, I end my time on the Board (for now) with a silver 
lining – with the upcoming birth of my second child, I will be able to once again experience BABS as a 
client, and I look forward to meeting more of our community of families from this new perspective!
